The City Council of the City of Maryville met for a Regular City Council Meeting on February 4, 2014 at the Maryville Municipal Center at 7:00 p.m. when the following members were present and answered roll call: Mayor Tom Taylor presiding, Councilmen Tommy Hunt, Fred Metz, Joe Swann and Andy White.  Also present were City Manager Greg McClain, City Recorder Pro Temp Sherri Phillips, and City Attorney Melanie Davis. The Mayor declared a quorum to be present. 
Thereupon, it was moved by Councilman White and seconded by Councilman Metz to approve the minutes from the January 7, 2014 Council Meeting. On roll call the vote was unanimous.

Thereupon, Mayor Taylor recognized Boy Scout Troop 282 who was in attendance.
At this time, the Mayor declared March 7, 2014 as Arbor Day in the City of Maryville, Tennessee.
